Services, Notification of Response/Support Agencies, Incident
Assessment, Communications, Population Protective Actions,
Emergency Public Information, and Traffic and Access Control.
November 4t is the next planning meeting for the exercise. Anyone
who wants to be on the exercise planning team get a hold of David
Wood.

David Wood reported that LEPC Members should have received
multiple emails related to the suggested edits of the Warren County
Hazmat Response Plan. David reported that he also sent a breakdown
of the updates to each section of the plan that depicted the 2018
language and the 2019 proposed language.

LEPC members present reviewed the suggested edits to the Warren
County Hazmat Plan as presented in the breakdown sheet provided by
David Wood.

Additional recommendations, suggested edits to the updated lanquage
as discussed in this meeting included:

3.b. training program — LEPC recommended to add in “local agencies
are recommended”. Recommended changing last sentence to
Maintenance of the training records is the responsibility of the local
agency.

3.b Operating Guidelines Page 12 — Add “and/or emergency services”

4.b. Receipt of Report — add to the new language (first sentence) “will
most likely be taken”.

4.d.sewage — add all “available” prevention measures.... Change “need
to be” to “shall” in last sentence.

RECOMMENDATION/ACTION:
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4.3. Incident Assessment — added report to dispatch center or “incident
command”

4.f. Coordination — changed “highest ranking member” to “A member”.

4.i.Responder safety — Add “prior to and upon completion of their work
period”.

4.j.Decontamination — added “for the recommended reference material”
to the end of the sentence.

5. Coordination on-scene coordination — “remove identification types”
and just state the command post should be easily identifiable.

Steve Agenbroad motioned to move past all of the Grammatical edits in
the updated plan and just discuss the contextual edits. Ryan Burke
seconded. Motion passed.

John Franks motion to approve the suggested edits to the Warren
County Hazmat Plan. Bill Romaine seconded. Motion passed.

P&G — Greater Cincinnati Hazmat responded to P&G to assist with
releasing pressure on some aluminum containers that had a reaction to
a chemical inside.

Scott Trick — facility in Milford moved to Lebanon. Making sure
compliance is in line.

UC Health — Region 6 hospitals completed MCI exercise with The

Health Collaborative.

RECOMMENDATION/ACTION:

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USEPA — completed a superfund cleanup in Cincinnati. Steve brought
up a topic of the hazards of using foams on fires. The component of
Teflon in the foam is considered a hazard to the environment. The
cleanup costs associated with using foam are higher and not many
companies will tackle it which is an additional hazard. Steve asked if
Warren County is addressing this issue or talking about it.

Steve Agenbroad explained that this is a hot topic in the fire service and
is being addressed at the state in legislature. More information and
guidance should be coming out soon.

Weather Service: NWS — weather brief was completed for Greater
Cincinnati Region before the Octoberfest in Cincinnati. There are two
new NWS employees in Wilmington. There are now Lead forecasters
and meteorologists - no more intern positions. Staff will be getting
some more training so that they can deploy to assist other areas.
Memorial Day tornado outbreaks was busy for the Wilmington Office.
They are performing after action reviews on their products.
