Course Description:  The Public Information Officer (PIO) Awareness 

Course is a “Free” course designed to familiarize participants with the 

concepts underlying the PIO role. The material provides a basic under-

standing of the PIO function for those new to the position. It orients the 

participants to the public information function and the role of the PIO in 

the public safety / emergency management environment. This training 

forms the foundation for more advanced training that takes participants 

from the awareness level to the mastery level in their public information 

careers. Additionally, it provides those in executive level roles the neces-

sary knowledge of PIO roles and responsibilities during an emergency.
